ICAO’s main assistance product providing dedicated expert support, as well as training for 12 people per iPack, in order to achieve concrete results; and
The most attractive product for donors to fund, as they contain an all-in-one package of implementation support activities (Donors have funded over 100 iPacks to date).  

An implementation package (iPack) is a standardized bundle of implementation support composed of key components as: subject matter expert or specialist, guidance material, standardized training, tools (including data-driven applications), procurement guidance (where applicable), requires). The iPacks are developed in short interventions that usually last from 3 to 6 months.

UN mechanisms and global priorities
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Air transport is a significant contributor to global economic growth and social development. It creates jobs, facilitates trade, enables tourism and supports sustainable development all around the world. Safe, reliable and cost-effective air transport supports the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and is a development imperative.

While aviation has no dedicated Goal, the international community has increasingly recognized the importance of air transport as an enabler to achieve the SDGs. The ICAO Assembly Resolution A41-24, Aviation Contribution towards the United Nations 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, is driving the Organization’s efforts towards the achievement of the UN 2030 Agenda. The Resolution as well encourages ICAO Member States to enhance their efforts around collaboration and effective partnerships in support development of civil aviation in vulnerable countries including LDCs, LLDCs and SIDS, especially through South-South and triangular cooperation.

Under the umbrella of the Assembly Resolution A41-24 and in line with its Strategic Objectives as well as No Country Left Behind (NCLB) initiative, ICAO diligently advocates the benefits of aviation in support of the 2030 Agenda, assists States with implementation efforts through development of dedicated tools and services, facilitates capacity building initiatives, supports strengthening and fostering existing and new collaborations and partnerships, and conducts resource mobilization activities. 

In other words, ICAO’s day to day normative and implementation support activities all contribute to the achievement of the SDGs, and the role the Secretariat has played in the past few years has been to ensure such important contribution is known and recognized not only in the sector itself, but to all the partners, particularly the United Nations system, decision-makers and the public at large.��CDI is carefully assessing additional opportunities to enhance its collaboration with the UN in support of sustainable development and how ICAO can benefit from greater alignment with UN country level activities in general.
