What is a Civil Aviation Master Plan (CAMP)?

* To set forth a long-term, strategic plan for comprehensive and
'sustainable development of a State’s civil aviation system in a
manner that is in alignment with the State’s overall economic and
social development objectives

» More particularly, the CAMP provides a roadmap for the growth and
future development of airports, airspace management,
environmental protection, ANS provision and oversight
responsibilities including safety, security and economic regulation.




Purpose

Provide management with a strategic and coherent
planning tool for the development of an integrated
aviation system: CAA-airports-airlines-ANSPs

Provide a platform for stakeholder engagement to
ensure that all are aligned and working toward a shared
vision and framework for future growth

Provide linkages to other transportation plans (road-
rail-ship) and socio-economic activities (trade and
tourism) in the National Development Plan
