The information modified for each register will be sent by e-mail
to the NACC or SAM Regional Office as appropriate, with a copy
to the ICAO Regional Officer responsible for the respective field
of the updated deficiency.

After editing and/or updating of a deficiency, the GANDD will not
reflect any change, which is to say that it will not be updated on-
line. Once the e-mail with the proposed amendment Is received,
the corresponding Regional Officer will review the updated
Information and, If necessary, will coordinate with the Focal
Point to complete the changes in the GANDD in both languages.
