Recommendations towards member state

• Preparing and disseminating accurate information on Ebola

• Identifying and preparing an isolation unit where any suspected Ebola case
that is detected in country could be properly investigated and managed.

• Establishing a protocol for mobilizing, training the health care workers,
technicians and other staff needed to run such an isolated unit.

• Arrange a process for the rapid shipment of diagnostic specimens from
any suspect case to a WHO –recognized reference laboratory for proper
testing

• Ensuring a mechanisms and sufficient capacity for identifying and
monitoring the contact of any suspect Ebola case

Actions taken by the Ministry of Health and Population 

• Set up a rapid Response team (RRT) at the 
central/gov. level with specific TORs for dealing 
immediately with any cases of Ebola

• Provide them with needed PPE 
• Coordination with the General Organization For 

Veterinary Services to to report on the extent of 
the spread of fruit bats in the various regions in 
Egypt to take samples to know the risk of  the 
Ebola virus in fruit bats.





Actions taken by the Ministry of Health and Population 

• Trained RRT  on PPE, surveillance forms…etc.

• Trained medical team of Abbasia fever hospital
to use personal protective equipment in the
proper method and safe handling with sampling
from a patient with Ebola .

Actions taken by the Ministry of Health and Population 

- Quarantine measures

- Raise the level of readiness / alertness in all quarantine sites especially at airports

to anticipation of any suspected cases from countries affected with Ebola intense

and widespread transmission and take preventive measures.

- Provision and operation of thermal cameras and non touchable thermometers to

check the arrival from affected countries.

- Distribution of health monitoring cards, for travelers coming from affected

countries and Follow-up them for three weeks through GOV.

- Follow up for travelers coming from affected countries reach average 75%

- Distribution of awareness materials among travelers coming from country infected

with EVD

- Issuing a media statement to warn passengers to avoid going to affected countries
except in the case of extreme necessity, on 04.08.2014

( before WHO decelerate in 8 Aug. 2014 )

- Coordination with each of the (Ministry of Foreign Affairs - Ministry of civil Aviation
– ministry of agriculture and Ministry of Interior)

- The preparation of the Abbasia Fever Hospital to be the hospital's main reception of
any cases in the current stage and we have different plan level to include other
fever hospital

- Preparation protocol to treatment for Ebola disease and now its in updating process
