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1-1 Administrative action

Administrative actions is used:

to : - alert the operator of the violation
- document the corrective action
- require future compliance.
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1-1 Administrative action

when : - Legal action is considered inappropriate or too harsh.
- Compliance by the aerodrome operator is likely to occur.

- the violation is relatively minor and does not result in
significant safety hazard

- the violation is not deliberate

- the attitude of the operator is positive and constructive
toward compliance.

- there is no prior history of non- compliance in the area in
guestion
