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SUMMARY

This working paper provides a follow-up the endorsed Conclusions
related to Aerodrome Capacity and Efficiency and the follow-up
actions taken by concerned parties.

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1. INTRODUCTION
1.1 The Basic Building Block (BBB) framework outlines the foundation of any robust

air navigation system. It is nothing new but the identification of the essential services to be
provided for International Civil Aviation in accordance with ICAO Standards.

1.2 A-SMGCS is a modular system consisting of different functionalities to support
the safe, orderly and expeditious movement of aircraft and vehicles on aerodromes under all
circumstances with respect to traffic density and complexity of aerodrome layout, taking into
account the demanded capacity under various visibility conditions, independent of line-of-sight
connection between the controller and aircraft/vehicles.

1.3 All stakeholders involved in aerodrome operations have their own processes that
are conducted as efficiently as possible. However, there is not enough effective information sharing
among them. As some basic coordination between ATC and ramp control (which may also be
provided by ATC) may exist, aerodromes units may operate in isolation from the ATM network
and aircraft operators manage their operations independently from each other. The Airport
Collaborative Decision Making (ACDM) provide a unique solution to enhance the connectivity
between those stakeholders.
