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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 States' CAAs should establish national safety initiatives for aerodrome safety,
including an oversight mechanism to measure airport operators' safety performance. The
Aerodrome Certification Process ensures compliance with ICAO standards and national
regulations.

1.2 The Runway safety is a top priority, requiring CAAs to establish Runway Safety
Programs to address design and operational issues. Implementing Local Runway Safety Teams is
crucial for proactive management of runway safety.

1.3 Runway Excursion is identified as the highest risk category for runway safety,
primarily caused by contaminated runways. ICAO proposes the Global Reporting Format (GRF)
methodology to assess and report runway conditions, ensuring safe aircraft take-off and landing
operations.
