• Market-based Measures (MBMs) 

• Global aspirational goals 

• CO2 Standard expected to be developed 
by 2016; and 

• work in cooperation with other UN bodies 
in particular in support to the UNFCCC 
process 

• Climate change will remain the main challenge 
on the ICAO environmental activities in the 
upcoming years.
