April in Qatar offers warm spring weather, with temperatures 
ranging from 20°C (68°F) in the mornings and evenings to 
32°C (90°F) during the day. It’s a great time to visit, as the 
heat hasn’t fully set in yet, making it one of the more pleasant 
months to explore the city before the summer heat ar-rives.

  CURRENCY AND EXCHANGE RATE  

The official currency of Qatar is the Qatari Riyal (QAR). The 
Riyals are subdivided into 100 dirhams. 
Official Rates: 
1 USD = 3.64 QAR 
1 EUR = 3.88 QAR 
1 GBP = 4.73 QAR 

  BANK SERVICES IN QATAR   

Qatar’s banking sector features major local banks like QNB, 
CBQ, Dukhan Bank, and Doha Bank, alongside international 
banks, ATMs are widely available and support international 
cards, typically dispensing Qatari Riyals. Credit and debit 
cards, especially Visa and MasterCard, are widely ac-cepted 
in commercial establishments. International money transfers 
are common, with competi-tive rates but varying fees. Banks 
generally operate Sunday to Thursday, with hours from 7:30 
AM to 1:00 PM and 4:30 PM to 6:30 PM, though this varies by 
bank and branch. Some banks offer limited weekend services 
in malls and tourist areas.

Pharmacies 
are widely available for over-the-counter medications, 
while prescriptions are required for more serious 
treatments.

  HEALTH SERVICES IN QATAR    ADAPTERS AND CONVERTERS  

If your devices use a different plug type or voltage, you 
may need:

Plug Adapters: To fit your plug into type G sockets. These 
can be easily found at airport shops, hardware stores, or 
convenience stores across Qatar.

Voltage Converters: For devices that do not support 240V 
input. Many modern electronic devices, such as laptops 
and smartphones, are dual-voltage and only require an 
adapter.
