1. I ntroduction

11 This working paper presents the progress with implementation of the ICAO Regiona
Technical Cooperation Project for the Caribbean Region — Implementation of the Performance Based Air
Navigation Systems for the CAR Region (RLA/09/801) and encourages Central Caribbean States and
Territories to participate in this regiona project.

12 This paper also describes the regional approval and support by the Directors of Civil
Aviation (DCAs) of the CAR Region and the most recent progress of this regional project.
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2. Background

21 In order to support Statesin the CAR Region with national level implementation of future
systems and services in accordance with the NAM/CAR Regiona Performance-Based Air Navigation
Implementation Plan (NAM/CAR RPBANIP), the Directors of Civil Aviation adopted Conclusion
NACC/DCA/4/2 — ICAO Regional Project for the Caribbean Region — Implementation of Performance
Based Air Navigation Systems (RLA/09/801).

22 This project will contribute to a safer, secure, efficient and economic air transport system
as a means to support the social and economic development of participant States/Territories and
organizations through the standardization and harmonization of aeronautical activities based on proven
and modern methodologies and technologies for the provision of air navigation services within the CAR
Region.

3. Discussion

31 The four working groups of the NAM/CAR Regions (C/CAR/WG, CA/ANE/WG,
E/CAR/WG and NACC/WG) support the harmonization of air navigation activities in the Region and
propose recommendations to the Directors of Civil Aviation to implement the NAM/CAR RPBANIP.

3.2 Bahamas, Barbados, Cuba, Curagao, Dominican Republic, Haiti, Jamaica, Mexico,
OECS States (Organization of Eastern Caribbean States: Antigua and Barbuda, Grenada, Saint Kitts and
Nevis, Saint Lucia and Saint Vincent and the Grenadines), Trinidad and Tobago and Central American
States through COCESNA (Belize, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras and Nicaragua) have
deposited their contribution for participation in the project.

3.3 The first meeting of the Project’s Steering Committee (SCM/1) took place as part of the
Twelfth Meeting of Directors of Civil Aviation of the Central Caribbean (C/CAR/DCA/12) held in Punta
Cana, Dominican Republic, on 11 July 2012.

34 At this meeting, the ICAO Secretariat presented the Project Update, the Terms of
Reference (ToRs) for the Steering Committee and the Project Activities Plan for 2012-2013. The CAR
Region Project member States/Territories approved the Project Organization and ToRs as presented in
Appendices A and B, respectively. Since then, the Project’ s scheduled activities started.

35 The updated Project Activities Plan proposed by the Secretariat for the years 2013-2016
aims to achieve the expected results in line with the immediate objectives set out in the project document
(Appendix C). It is expected that States will contribute experts who will coordinate activities with the
Regional Officers from the ICAO NACC Regiona Office.
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3.6 The current budget balance for the Project as of 1 May 2013, is USD$255,586. Appendix
D shows the contributions received as of 31 March 2013, and the current Financial Statement for Project
RLA/08/901. To continue with the activities proposed in the Project Activities Plan for the years 2013-
2016, ICAO proposes that Project member States/Territories/organizations deposit an annual contribution
of USD $25,000 for the year 2014 by January 2014. It is noted that since the Project launch in 2011, only
a single contribution of USD$25,000 has been collected from each project member to date, even though
the project budget was planned based on an annual contribution of the same amount. The contribution for
2015 will be determined at the Third Meeting of the Project Steering Committee to be held in 2014, based
on the budget utilization in 2013 and 2014, and activities planned for 2015.

37 In August 2012, the ICAO CAR/SAM Workshop on the use of Aeronautical Studiesin
the Aerodrome Certification process was held at the ICAO NACC Regiona Office as part of the
GREPECAS CAR Project F-1 Aerodrome Certification Improvements, and the Project provided a
fellowship for the coordinator of Project F-1 from Cuba, a member of the CAR Project. In March 2013,
the ICAO/IATA/CANSO Regional PBN Airspace Concept Workshop was held with participation of
Jamaica, Mexico and Trinidad and Tobago, whose participants also received fellowships to attend the
event.

C) Approve the contribution of USD $25,000 for 2014 for the Project to continue
with the activities proposed in the Project Activities Plan for 2013-2016.

Member ship

The Steering Committee comprised a representative from each participating
State/Territory/Organisation, ICAO NACC Regional Director as the Project Director, a
representative of the Technical Cooperation Bureau as Project Administrator, and the
ICAO NACC Regional Officer Technical Cooperation as the Project Coordinator. The
ICAO NACC Regional Officers and ICAO Headquarters Technical Officers may be
invited to participate in meetings when required. Project Consultants and representatives
of other States/Territories/International Organizations and industry may be invited to
participate in meetings as Observers when relevant to the agenda.

Activities:

a) The Steering Committee will meet in person at least once every 12 months and
hold virtual meetings in the interim as required.

b) Approve the annual program of activities proposed to implement the action plan
set out in the Project Document (PRODOC).

c) To consider and approve the project’s annual budget utilization plan.

d) To establish and approve the annual financial contribution per project
participating State/Territory/Organisation on a cost recovery based mechanism.

e) Review and approve the annual reports of the project activities.

1) Review the status of implementation of the conclusions and resolutions adopted
at their meetings.

g) Acknowledge the project financial statements and review the status of
contributions of States and invoices and expenses.

h) Review the performance indicators and outcomes as well as monitoring and
control of the project against the approved annual work plan, to verify
compliance with the established goals.
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1) Take cognizance of the survey results to participating States on their annual
evaluation of the project and take actions as may be necessary in connection with
the conclusions and recommendations arising.

1) To propose revisions to the project document as may be necessary.

k) Consider the incorporation of new States to the project and the dissociation of the
participating States that request it.

1) Agree on the disposition or liquidation of the assets and funds remaining at the
end of project operations.

m) Consider any other matter related to the project to be presented to their attention.

n) The following types of project document reviews will only require the approval
of the steering committee, provided it has the assurance that the other signatories
to the project document have no objections to the proposed changes:

1. The review of any of the project document attachments or their addenda;

2. Reviews that do not imply significant changes to the immediate
objectives, results or activities of the project, but which respond to a
redistribution of the inputs agreed upon or to expenditure increases due
to inflation; and

3. Mandatory annual reviews to reschedule the delivery of inputs agreed for
the project, or to increase expenditures due to inflation, or to
accommodate the flexibility margin of the executing body in terms of
expenses.

3. Secretariat

The Secretariat will be provided by the ICAO NACC Regional Office coordinated by the
Regional Officer Technical Cooperation.

4. Documentation

Documentation prepared for and by the Steering Committee shall be available in both
English and Spanish. Meeting documentation will be translated by the Secretariat
adopting the applicable procedures and timelines established for all regional meetings
and specified in the meeting invitation letters. Documentation produced by the project
contributors will be translated by the member States/Organizations/International
Organisations of the project that has produced the documents for review by the Steering
Committee. If the project members are unable to identify a resource to perform the
translation, the member will inform the Secretariat in a timely manner in order to
examine alternative options to complete the translation. The Secretariat will process
documentation and make it available on the corresponding web site no later than one
week prior to the commencement of the meeting. This requires States/Organizations to
submit documentation requiring translation to the Secretariat no later than one month
prior to the commencement of the meeting.
