. Participants acquired knowledge regarding the ongoing ICAO RPAS Standards
and Recommended Practices, development work at ICAO as well as
procedures and guidance material contained in Manual on Remotely Piloted
Aircraft Systems (RPAS) - Doc 10019, and review multiple sources of RPAS-
related information from States and International Organization’s websites on
unmanned aviation that have raised awareness on the indiscriminate sale of
wide variety of UAS and RPAS aircrafts.

. Despite the complexity of unmanned aviation, staff members of Air
Navigation Service providers (ANSPs) were able to identify potential issues
that might need to be addressed during the RPAS integration process.

° States were encouraged to establish and adopt performance-based
procedures to properly regulate RPAS and feedback ICAO, including best
practices and data, as well as establish continuous information exchange
between States, industry, stakeholders.

. Awareness campaigns to educate the public about the safe operation of small
drones.

. Regulations and guidance for the fast growing unmanned aviation field, and
all its different modalities, are necessary.

e The Joint Authorities for Rulemaking on Unmanned Systems (JARUS)
recommends a single set of technical, safety and operational requirements for
the certification and safe integration of UAS into airspace and at aerodromes.
