RESUMEN EJECUTIVO

Esta nota de estudio presenta el avance logrado por el Grupo de Tarea de Implementacion de las
Mejoras por Bloques del Sistema de Aviacion (ASBU/TF), desde la Cuarta Reunidn del Grupo de Trabajo
sobre Implementacién de Navegacién Aérea para las Regiones NAM/CAR (ANI/WG/4), llevada a cabo en
Miami, Florida en agosto de 2018. El mayor logro del ASBU/TF fue la asistencia a los
Estados/Territorios/Organizaciones para preparar sus Planes de Navegacion Aérea (ANP), con el apoyo
de la Oficina Regional NACC de la OACI. Ademas, el ASBU/TF prepard el borrador del Plan de Navegacion
Aérea de Norteamérica Volumen II, el cual contiene elementos dindmicos y flexibles del plan, guiados
por el Plan Mundial de Navegacidon Aérea (GANP)/ASBU vy las necesidades regionales especificas. Este
documento estd en proceso de revisiones internas de la organizacién y se espera la entrega a la Oficina
Regional NACC de la OACI para el verano/otofio de 2019.

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1. Introduccion

1.1 El Grupo de Tarea de implementacion de las Mejoras por Bloques del Sistema de
Aviacidon (ASBU/TF) se establecié durante la reunion NACC/WG/5 en Trinidad y Tobago en mayo de
2017. El Plan Mundial de Navegacidon Aérea (GANP) de la OACI esta disefiado para guiar el transporte
aéreo complementario y sectorial hacia el progreso futuro. EIl GANP presenta el marco de ingenieria del
sistema ASBU basado en el consenso para la armonizacion global de las tecnologias de aviacién. La
formacion del ANI/WG ASBU TF refleja la importancia de tales avances en la Regién NACC. El objetivo
del ASBU/TF es asistir a la regién en la implementacién de tecnologias armonizadas que apoyen la
operacion.

2. Antecedentes

2.1 Pagina web del ASBU/TF: La Oficina Regional NACC de la OACI cred y dio mantenimiento
a la pagina web del ASBU TF. Esta pagina web desempefia un papel importante para facilitar la
comunicacién y método de intercambio de informacién. Esta pagina comparte informaciéon como el
Manual ASBU de NACC, el Formulario de Informe De Navegacion Aérea de ASBU (ANRF), la Plantilla de la
tabla de resumen del estado de implementacion del Bloque 0 de ASBU, los Términos de Referencia (ToR)
y el Programa de trabajo. Los ANRF y ANP estatales enviados se pueden acceder a través de esta pagina:
(https://www.icao.int/NACC/Pages/regional-group-asbu.aspx).

2.2 ANP Estatal: Santa Lucia y el Relator del ASBU/TF colaboraron en la preparacién del ANP
Estatal de Santa Lucia en septiembre de 2017. La experiencia al crear el ANP Estatal, el cual contiene la
estructura para trabajar junto con el RPBANIP), fue vital, y aporté lecciones valiosas. Al aprovechar esta
experiencia, el proceso para crear el ANP Estatal fue identificado y se creé la plantilla del ANP Estatal.
Varios Estados en la Regién CAR no cuentan con un ANP Estatal exhaustivo alineado con el
GANP/RPBANIP. Si bien, el uso de esta plantilla no estd obligado, estad disponible para apoyar a los
estados en la creacién de un ANP.

2.3 ANP Estatal: La Oficina Regional NACC de la OACI y el Relator ASBU/TF organizaron el
Taller de Desarrollo de ANP Estatal. Este primer Taller se llevd a cabo en la Oficina Regional NACC de la
OACI en la Ciudad de México, México, del 12 al 15 de marzo de 2018. Los asistentes fueron Barbados,
Belice, Curazao, México, y COCESNA. El tamafio de la clase fue pequefio, pero este tamario fue perfecto,
ya que permitié al Taller de Desarrollo brindar suficiente atencién a cada asistente. Al terminar el Taller,
todos los asistentes crearon su ANP Estatal en forma de borrador, incluyendo todos los ANRF del Bloque
0.

2.4 ANP Regional: El RPBANIP NAM/CAR fue actualizado a la versién 3.1 en abril de 2014, al
alinear las actividades y estrategias con la metodologia/marco OACI ASBU. El ASBU/TF apoy® a la Oficina
Regional NACC de la OACI a revisar el RPBANIP de la versién 3.1 hacia la versién 4. Desde la ultima
actualizacién del RPBANIP, la Oficina Regional NACC estudié la metodologia/marco ASBU y encontré una
mejor manera de comunicar el concepto ASBU, su intencién, y cémo puede aplicarse para apoyar a los
Estados. La version 4 del RPBANIP ofrece métricas y objetivos realistas, un proceso claro de
implementacion ASBY, y mecanismos de informe.
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2.5 ANP Regional: El RPBANIP NAM/CAR cubre ambas regiones, NAM y CAR. La Oficina
NACC recomendé separar NAM y CAR, en preparacion para los Planes de navegacion aérea electronicos
(e-ANP) regionales, para reflejar las diferencias geograficas entre ellas y adecuar la alineacién entre
documentos. De esta manera, la NACC puede proporcionar, de mejor manera, el apoyo requerido a las
areas/ubicaciones necesarias.

2.6 ANP Regional: El NAM/CAR RPBANIP se convertird en dos documentos. El CAR RPBANIP
cubrira la Region CAR, mientras que el NAM eANP Volumen Il cubrird la Region NAM.

2.7 ANP Regional: Los representantes de la Oficina Regional NACC y el Relator del ASBU/TF
se reunieron el 15 y 16 de mayo de 2018 y trabajaron en las secciones del RPBANIP relacionadas con el
ASBU, en preparacién para la siguiente version. Canadd y Estados Unidos prepararan el NAM ANP
Volumen llI, bajo la orientacion de la Oficina Regional NACC.

3. Avances y Resultados del ASBU/TF

3.1 Programa de Trabajo y Tabla de Membresia: El Adjunto contiene los Términos de
Referencia (ToR) de este TF. El programa de trabajo actualizado y la tabla de membresia estdn incluidos
en los ToR.

3.2 ANP Estatal: La Oficina Regional NACC organizé el 2% Taller de Desarrollo de ANP para
Estados Centroamericanos, con COCESNA como anfitrién en Tegucigalpa, Honduras, del 6 al 9 de agosto
de 2018. Los asistentes fueron Belice, Costa Rica, El Salvador, Guatemala, Honduras, Nicaragua,
Republica Dominicana, y COCESNA. Durante esta reunidn, Belice y COCESNA mejoraron sus ANP
desarrollados durante el ler Taller de Desarrollo de ANP, mientras que los asistentes de primera vez,
prepararon exitosamente el borrador de ANP de sus Estados.

3.3 ANP Estatal: La Oficina Regional NACC organizé el 3° Taller de Desarrollo de ANP para
Estados del Caribe Oriental, auspiciado por la Autoridad de Aviacion Civil de Barbados y se llevd a cabo
en Bridgetown del 6 al 9 de noviembre de 2018. Los asistentes fueron Antigua y Barbuda, Barbados,
Haiti, San Vicente y las Granadinas y Trinidad y Tabago. Durante esta reunién, Barbados mejord su ANP
desarrollados durante el ler Taller de Desarrollo de ANP, mientras que los asistentes de primera vez,
prepararon exitosamente el borrador de ANP de sus Estados.

3.4 ANP Estatal: Gracias a la organizacion de tres Talleres de Desarrollo de ANP en 2018, de
los Estados/Territorios/Organizaciones a los que se dirigieron los talleres, 16 de 21 ya han preparado
exitosamente sus ANP. Se esta considerando un Taller adicional para el afio 2019. El objetivo es que
todos los Estados CAR tengan su propio ANP Estatal.

3.5 ANP Estatal: La OACI cuenta con la iniciativa “Ningun pais se queda atras (NCLB)”, la cual
destaca sus esfuerzos para asistir a los Estados en la implementacién de las Normas y Métodos
recomendados (SARPS) de la OACI. La preparacién de un ANP Estatal brinda conciencia de los SARPS
para implementar ciertas capacidades ASBU.
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3.6 NAM ANP Volumen Ill: Bajo la guia de la Oficina Regional NACC, la Regién NAM esta
trabajando para preparar el NAM ANP Volumen lll, cubriendo Canada y Estados Unidos. La version final
en borrador del NAM ANP Volumen Il esta lista y esta en proceso de obtener las aprobaciones de las
autoridades de los Estados.

TERMS OF REFERENCE
AVIATION SYSTEM BLOCK UPGRADE (ASBU) TASK FORCE

1. Background

1.1. At the ANI/WG/2 Meeting in June 2015, an ad hoc group was formed to discuss metrics of
the ASBU Block 0 implementation status, performance reporting and revisions to the Air Navigation
Reporting Forms (ANRF), which will be used by States and Territories in the NAM/CAR regions. In the
ANI/WG/2 report, this ad hoc group was named the ANRF Ad Hoc group. Their given tasks are:

a) For the NAM/CAR States/Territories to review and adopt the proposed new
ANRFs for application by June 2016;

b) For the NAM/CAR States/Territories to assess their status of implementation and
report to ICAO NACC Regional office by 30 July 2016; and

c) For ICAO to organize, by the first semester of 2016, a hands-on ANS/ASBU ANRF
workshop to improve the use and understanding of the new ANRFs with the
participation of CANSO, IATA, civil aviation training centers and air navigation
planning experts.

1.2. At the ANI/WG/3 Meeting in April 2016, the delegates agreed to more active participation
from their States/ANSPs to reflect their national priorities and users’ main needs. They agreed to create an
ad hoc group to support the review, follow-up and reporting on the achievement of the air navigation (AN)
targets established in the NAM/CAR Regional Performance-Based Air Navigation Implementation Plan
(RPBANIP) and in the Port-of-Spain Declaration. During ANI/WG/3, this group was named the “ASBU Ad
Hoc Group”.

1.3. At the NACC/WG/5 Meeting in May 2017, the delegates agreed that the ASBU Ad Hoc
Group would become the ANI/WG ASBU Task Force (TF).

2. Objectives

To assist the region in the implementation of harmonized technologies that support the
operation, the Task Force will:

1) Develop effective methods to determine the regional implementation status of
the ASBU Block-0 elements and the performance monitoring of the Regional Air
Navigation System, on a cyclical annual basis, as a regional input to the Annual
Global Air Navigation Report and feedback for the Global Air Navigation Plan and
the Regional Dashboard.

2) Assist NACC's States to formulate or update their National Air Navigation Plans by
using a planning process to ensure alignment with the RPBANIP and the GANP.
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3) Contribute with the continuous updating of the RPBANIP in order to maintain the
validity, accuracy, and applicability of the Plan.

3. Responsibilities

The Task Force is responsible for:

a) Work Programme Management;

b) Coordination and support of the development and maintenance of State/Territory
Air Navigation Plans; and

c) Support the revision and enhancement of Regional Performance Based Air

Navigation Implementation Plan (RPBANIP)
4, Working Methods
The Task Force will:

a) Present its work programme containing activities in terms of objectives,
responsibilities, deliverables and timelines;

b) Avoid duplicating work within the ANI/WG and maintain close coordination
among the existing entities to optimize use of available resources and experience;

c) Designate, as necessary, ad hoc groups to work on specific topics and activities
and organize clearly defined tasks and activities;

d) Coordinate tasks to maximize efficiency and reduce costs via electronic means
including emails, telephone and teleconference calls, and convene meetings as
necessary; and

e) Report on and coordinate the progress of assigned tasks to the ANI/WG.

Note 2: The GANP/ASBU will be updated every 3 years with ASBU Block definitions maturing every 6 years. Thus, minor updates
are expected every 3 years and significant updates are expected every 6 years.
