Commercial working hours in the city are approximately from 8:00 or 9:00 AM to 6:00 PM
in a business week and up to 1:00 PM on Saturdays. Big malls stay open until 10:00 PM,
and are open from 9:00 AM to 10:00 on Sundays. In small cities stores close al 6:00 PM.
Restaurants are open until 12:00 AM from Saturday to Thursday and up to 2:00 AM on
Friday, Saturday or holidays. Some touristic malls/shopping centres open 24 hours.

Taxes at airport

Canadian, United States citizens and the majority European citizens may entry Dominican
Republic with a tourist card that can be paid in the airport (USD10) and is valid for 30 days.
Any visitor can entry Dominican Republic with a tourist card if any of the following visas
is valid: Canada, European Union (Schengen), United Kingdom and United States.

To extend the visa card for 90 days a fee of DOP2500.00 must be paid in migration
services. A departure tax is usually included in the flight ticket and is equal to DOP2500.00.
