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Sample Checklist = Aerodrome Operations
Broadly covering areas for assessment of the airport preparedness to resume normal operations

The intention of this checklist is to facilitate a quick check for aerodromes resuming operations after an extensive lockdown/ reduced operations
period due to the COVID-19 pandemic. It is not an exhaustive list since detailed checks/inspections are done as a part of the State’s safety
oversight of aerodromes. Items may be added or excluded from the checklist based on local conditions, taking into consideration whether
aerodromes are resuming operations after complete closure or increasing operations from minimal traffic.

Under these extraordinary circumstances and to facilitate a quick recovery, it is not envisaged to obtain approvals from State’s regulator through
this checklist for resuming aerodrome operations. However, State's regulator may decide to mandate aerodrome operators to complete and
submit this or equivalent checklist customized to suit the local conditions.

Note: Resuming aerodrome operations may involve facilitation and security aspects, such as, facilities required for implementation of public health
requirements (IHR 2005), border control (custom, immigration and quarantine), cleanliness/disinfection of terminal facilities and services for passengers, access
control, etc. This checklist does not include areas associated with Facilitation (Annex 9) and Security (Annex 17) matters.
