— Airspace concept —

An airspace concept describes the
intended operations within an airspace.

Airspace concepts are developed to
satisfy explicit strategic objectives such
as improved safety, increased air traffic
capacity and mitigation of
environmental impact.

Airspace concepts can include details of
the practical organization of the airspace
and its users based on particular
CNS/ATM assumptions, for example:

* ATS route structure, separation minima,
route spacing and obstacle clearance.
