Option 2 “ICAO Qualified instructor on staff” 

Option 3 “Contract an instructor directly” 

For Option 3, TPP Members are required to read and
agree to the attached Terms and Conditions.
Subsequently, the Instructor will receive a request
message via TPeMs.
