* Sets SAR responsibilities, including
24/7 operation of RCCs.

Legal « States are legally bound under the Convention on
International Civil Aviation to provide SAR services. Non-

Consequences compliance can result in legal actions, especially if

negligence in SAR operations leads to loss of life.

Of Non:  States may face sanctions from ICAO, reputational damage,
Compllance and legal claims from airlines, passengers, or their families.

Non-compliance can result in
negative media attention,
damage a country’s
reputation in the aviation
industry, and erode trust
among international
partners.

States that fail to adhere to
SAR standards may find it

difficult to engage in effective

international cooperation
during joint SAR operations,
reducing their standing in
global aviation.
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The Role of Rescue Coordination
Centers (RCCs) in SAR Compliance

* Annex 12 requires States to
establish RCCs, staff them 24/7, and
ensure that RCCs have the
necessary communication systems
and trained personnel to manage
SAR operations.

* Non-compliance results in delays in
SAR missions, risking lives.
