2. Languages 

 

The seminar will be conducted in French.  

 

3. Opening Session 
 

The Opening Session will take place on Tuesday 2 July 2019 at 09:00 hours at in the ICAO 

WACAF conference room, where subsequent sessions will also be held. 

 

4. Registration 
 

The registration of participants will take place at the site of the meeting on Tuesday 2 July 2019 

from 07:30 to 09:00 hours. 

 

5. Documentation  
 

The meeting will be paperless and all related documentation will be provided in electronic form 

and participants are kindly requested to bring laptops. 

 

6. Weather and Clothing 
 

The average temperature in Dakar in July is around 28°C. 

 

7. Visas  

 

Visas are issued at Senegalese embassies, diplomatic missions and foreign offices or on arrival 

at the Leopold Sedar Senghor International airport of Dakar. Delegates from States without 
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Senegalese diplomatic missions are required to send their passports to the ICAO WACAF 

Regional Office to facilitate their entry visa upon arrival at the airport. 

 

8. Transport from the Airport: 

 

Taxis are available from the airport to hotels at a fare between 16 000 and 30 000 FCFA. 

However, it is advisable to agree on the fare before getting into the vehicle. Enquiries may be 

made at the airport information desks/counters upon arrival. 

 

9. Health 

 

Participants are informed that a valid certificate of vaccination against yellow fever is required. 

 

10. Banks 

 

The currency used in Senegal is the CFA franc (XOF) and banks have a currency exchange 

service. Banks are located not far away from the WACAF office and are opened from 08:00 to 

12:15 hours and 13:40 to 15:45 hours from Monday to Friday. 

 

11. Electricity (220 V) 
 

French type electrical outlets are used in Senegal. It is therefore necessary to use adapters when 

your equipment requires different electrical outlets. 

 

 

12. Internet 
 

The conference room is equipped with wireless internet access. 

 

13. Hotels 
 

Please find below the list of hotels. The recommended ones are highlighted. Participants are 

required to make their own hotel reservations and are informed that there is no transportation 

service from the hotels to the training venue. Rates quoted are to be confirmed at time of 

booking. 
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
