1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Paragraph e) in Packing Instruction Y963 sets out the requirements for the packaging of
inner packagings for ID 8000, Consumer commodities, including provisions for absorbent materials for
glass or earthenware inner packagings.

1.2 However, in the provisions for absorbent material it is identified as being required for
“... glass or earthenware inner packaging(s) containing consumer commodities in Class 2 or 3 or liquids
of Division 6.1, ...”.

1.3 It is suggested that the reference to Class 2 is inappropriate and should be removed as the
only substances of Class 2 permitted as consumer commodities are aerosols of Division 2.1 or
Division 2.2. Aerosols may only be constructed of metal or plastic.
