1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Part 4, Chapter 1 of the Technical Instructions specifies the general packaging
requirements. In accordance with Part 4;1.1.2, when packagings are required to be tested, their subsequent
use must be as specified in the applicable test report and conform in all respects with the design type
which was tested, including the method of packing and size and type of any inner packagings, except as
provided for in Part 4;1.1.10.1 and Part 6;4.1.7.

1.2 The wording of this provision may suggest that the provisions of Part 4;1.1.10.1 and
Part 6;4.1.7 must be applied together in order to take advantage of the exception in Part 4;1.1.2. However,
we understand that the exception is applicable to either the provision in Part 4;1.1.10.1 or to Part 6;4.1.7
and not to both, as can be understood using the word "and".
