1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Part 6;6.5.3.6.3 of the Technical Instructions specifies that an additional drop test is
required for packagings intended to contain dry ice. In this test, one sample must be stored so that all the
dry ice dissipates and then that sample must be dropped in one of the orientations described in Part
6;6.5.3.2 which must be that most likely to result in failure of the packaging. On the other hand, Part
6;6.5.2.2.1 (Explanation for use of Table 6-4) requires that if the packaging is to contain dry ice, then one
further single sample must be dropped “five times” after conditioning in accordance with 6.5.3.6.3

1.2 These two provisions are contradictory in terms of the number of drops using one single
sample and this may cause misunderstanding.

1.3 In this context what would be the appropriate interpretation of this requirement? Shall we
drop it once or five times?
