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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 At the DGP Working Group of the Whole Meeting in Montreal (DGP-WG/13, 15 to
19 April 2013), it was proposed to include a note under Part 7;2.8.4 to emphasize that unit load device
(ULD) identification tags should be clearly visible through protective pouch windows. The need for the
note was prompted by discoveries during dangerous goods ramp inspections of worn-away protective
pouches or other labels restricting the visibility of information on the tags (see Figure 1).

1.2 There was much support for the proposal as it was recognized as a common problem. The
following revisions were suggested:

a) replacing the word “pouch” with “tag holder”;
b) changing the note into regulatory text; and
¢) indicating that the red hatchings around the tag be also visible.
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1.3 The first two revisions have been addressed in this working paper. However, we question
whether the last revision is relevant. ldentification tags have specified dimensions, contain red hatchings
on both sides and are marked with the primary and subsidiary hazard class(es) or division(s) numbers. By
requiring that the identification tag be visible, it is expected that both the hatchings and the numbers will
be visible.
