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1. INTRODUCTION

1.1 Packing Instruction 962 applies to UN 3363, Dangerous goods in apparatus or
Dangerous goods in equipment. Included within the packing instruction are specific provisions that
address fuel system components.

1.2 These provisions were developed to address articles such as aircraft fuel control units,
which, when removed from the aircraft engine for repair will contain a quantity of fuel. For transport, all of
the openings on the fuel control are blanked off; the unit is then packed in a strong outer packaging with
absorbent material.

1.3 The placement of the last paragraph in Packing Instruction 962 which allows for apparatus
or machinery to be shipped unpackaged and the consideration for fuel control units, which would appear to
have to be shipped packaged, has caused some discussion.

1.4 It is therefore proposed to move the text making allowance for machinery or apparatus to be
shipped unpackaged up under the “Additional packing requirements”. In addition as the packing instruction
applies to articles that do not require an inner packaging it is proposed to delete the text “Outer packagings
of combination packagings (see 6;3.1)”.
