INTRODUCTION
1.1

Since the inception of the ICAO Government Safety Inspector (GSI) Programme, there have been several revisions made to the “Requirements for ICAO-Endorsed Government Safety Inspector Training on an International Basis” document.  These revisions have been made in order to reflect current and future activities of the GSI programme.   The purpose of this paper is to review and approve revisions made to the Requirements in order to strengthen and enhance the implementation of the GSI Programme.

2.1

The Requirements document provides a mechanism for ICAO-Endorsed GSI Training centres to provide GSI training on a regular basis.  In order to ensure that the integrity of the courses and the programme is being maintained, it is necessary to revise the Requirements in order to incorporate additional criteria and clarifications.   
2.2

As discussed in DP 1, it is critical that the training centres provide reports to ICAO in order to determine the progress of the GSI programme, the extent of training being provided to participants around the world, the quality of the GSI instructor cadre, as well as any challenges facing the programme.  In order to facilitate this flow of communication, templates for course reports and instructor profiles have been developed and incorporated into the Requirements document.

Additionally, in order to ensure that the GSI courses are provided by qualified instructors with sufficient experience, the criteria for selecting instructors has been enhanced.  By ensuring that the instructors have adequate inspector experience, it will provide an environment for more fruitful discussions, thereby facilitating the learning process.

Finally, the monitoring section of the Requirements has been revised to incorporate terms of reference for reassessments of training centres, as well as the withdrawal of ICAO-Endorsement of a training centre.  The Appendices to the Requirements document have also been revised to incorporate these changes.
