INTRODUCTION
1.1

 In order to rectify deficiencies identified under the USOAP audits, many States have agreed to come together on a regional level in order to pool their technical resources to facilitate compliance with ICAO Standards and Recommended Practices (SARPs).  As a result of these activities, Cooperative Development of Operational Safety and Continuing Airworthiness Programmes (COSCAP) and Regional Safety Oversight Organizations (RSOOs) have been established around the world.  These mechanisms provide a means to cooperate regarding aviation safety matters.  This paper proposes to assist these regional mechanisms by providing GSI training through the establishment of GSI Satellite Centres.

2.1

As discussed in DP 1, the Government Safety Inspector Training Courses were developed in order to meet the training demand for government safety inspectors, as well as to provide uniform skills and knowledge to these inspectors so that they may perform their jobs in a manner that is fully consistent with the Convention on International Civil Aviation and its Annexes.  As COSCAP programmes and RSOOs are promoting the sharing of technical resources in order to comply with ICAO SARPs, the provision of GSI training to these regional programmes would help establish a common foundation for inspector training.  Additionally, by providing training to COSCAP programmes and RSOOs, training will be provided on a broader scale, and may be more accessible to States.  

2.2

At the First GSI Coordination meeting, the need was recognized for GSI training to be provided to the COSCAP programmes, however concern was raised regarding the increase of ICAO-Endorsed GSI Training Centres.  The meeting recommended that the training needs of COSCAP be supported through off-site training provided by endorsed centres which would be responsible for quality control and administration of COSCAP trainees.

In support of this recommendation, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA), in cooperation with ICAO, undertook a project to provide GSI training to the COSCAP programme in the Banjul Accord Group Member States (COSCAP-BAG).  Steps have been taken in order to establish a Satellite GSI training centre on Sal Island, Cape Verde under the auspices of the FAA.  The Satellite Centre has been assessed by the FAA against the criteria in the Requirements document.  Instructors have been identified by the COSCAP-BAG programme and their qualifications and background have been reviewed by the FAA.  The instructors have successfully completed the GSI and Train-the-Trainer courses and have been monitored and approved by the FAA.  It has been determined through assessments and monitoring that the training centre in Sal Island, as part of the COSCAP-BAG programme, has the capability to provide both GSI Airworthiness and Operations courses, with monitoring of the FAA.  

2.4

In order to formalize this process and ensure continuity for the establishment of GSI Satellite Centres, it is necessary for criteria and procedures to be formalized.  As a result, Requirements for ICAO-Endorsed GSI Satellite Training Centres have been developed and are at Attachment A.  This document is based on the Requirements document for GSI Training Centres, but also outlines the procedural process for establishing a Satellite Centre.
