INFORMATION ABOUT VISA

Visitors are generally required to have a visa before traveling to China, except those who are exempted under Attachment III. In order to facilitate the visa application, each delegation intending to participate in the Diplomatic Conference on Aviation Security is invited to fill in Delegate Information Form in Attachment I and transmit it to dcas.china@gmail.com or fax to: 0086-10-64091341, with copy to: Ms. Tao Yehong, Conference Coordinator, Division of International Organizations, Civil Aviation Administration of China, E-mail: yh_tao@caac.gov.cn. The Conference Secretariat will then issue the Visa Authorization Form to you by email or fax (the sample of Visa Authorization Form is in Attachment II) and coordinate with the Chinese Embassy or Consulate for visa application. Please apply for the visa with the Visa Authorization Form and other required material such as ICAO State Letters (Ref: LM1/16.1-10/10 and 57) which are served as invitation letter. For other required material, please consult your closest Chinese Embassy or Consulate. Delegates who are entitled to visa exemption are also encouraged to fill in and transmit the Delegate Information Form so as to facilitate the Conference registration.
It is strongly recommended that all delegates apply for a visa before traveling to China except those enjoying visa exemption. Visa application forms and relevant information may be obtained from the closest Chinese Embassy or Consulate in your country.  For delegates from a country which has no diplomatic relationship with P.R. China, please apply for the visa also with the Visa Authorization Form and other required material at the Chinese Embassy or Consulate in your neighbouring countries which have diplomatic relations with P.R. China. 
In the emergency situation where delegates do not have enough time to apply for a visa before departure, please contact the Conference Secretariat to arrange for the visa on arrival. However, this exceptional procedure is onerous and should only be used as the last resort. An applicant under this procedure must have a valid passport with validity period of more than 6 months, a 2-inch photo with pale blue background and an invitation letter. A corresponding visa fee will be assessed.
